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She stated, “The ‘placebo effect’... disappeared when
behaviors were studied in this manner” (Miele, 1993, p.276),
but she did not clarify which behaviors were studied.
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Miele (1993) found the following:
The ‘placebo effect,” which had been verified in previous
studies, disappeared when behaviors were studied in this
manner. Furthermore, the behaviors were never exhibited
again [italics added], even when reel [sic] drugs were
administered. Earlier studies (e.g., Abdullah, 1984; Fox, 1979)
were clearly premature in attributing the results to a placebo
effect. (p.276)
